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Each participating university is invited to send several students and one teacher. Individual students are welcome. The competition is planned
for students completing their first, second, third or fourth year of university education and will consist of 2 Sessions of 5 hours each. Prob-
lems will be from the fields of Algebra, Analysis (Real and Complex), Combinatorics and Geometry. The working language will be English.
